Everything you need to hook up your
Acoustimass-5 system is contained in the
shipping cartons, Before you bagin to install
the system, take a minute to familiarize
yourself with all of its parts, which include:

Ta remave the system from the carton, first
remave all packing materials and carefully
lift @ach componant out. Be sure to save all
cartans and packing materials in case you
need to transport your system again. If any
companents appear damaged upon
remaval, do not attermnpt 1o use the system.
Instead, repack the system in its ariginal
carton and natify yvour authorized Bose
dealer immediately.

Caution: Be sure to unplug your
receiver or amplifier from the wall outlet
before attempting to connect the
Acoustimass®-5 system to it.

Set up the system components.
(Figure 1}

Select the location for each of your
Acoustimass system companents. Place the
Acoustimass module virually amywheare in
yaur listening room, in gither a vertical or
horizantal position (once this is determined,
the protective rubber feet may be applied to
the “bottom” of the module). It can be
hidden under a bed or table or even behind
a sofa, as long as you remember not to
block the round opening in the end of the
unit (allow at least 2 in. or 5 om of space
between that end and any surface.)} Next,
select the positions for the left and right
cube arrays, Remember that wires from the
arrays connect to the Acoustimass maodule,
so you should locate the cube arrays close
enaugh to the moduls to enakle the wires to
reach it

Mote: While the wires pravided are
adequate for mast installations, you may
increase the distance betwesn the cube
arrays and the Acoustimass module by
splicing in additional wire. If you do so, use
similar gauge or thicker wire, and make sure
you maintain the correct phase ("+" to "+"
and “—"to *="), and properly connect the
wires.
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Examine the cables and
connections.

Laocate the four identical sets of wires
packed with the system. Two sets will
connect yaur cube arrays to the
Acoustimass madule, while the other two
sats will connect the Acoustimass module ’
your receiver or amplifier. Examine the ends
af the wires for each set, and make sure that
you connect the wire with a red ar striped
marker to the "+" terminal for each connec-
tic.

to get the best sound

One of the real benefits of your Acousti-
mass-5 system is its flexibility. For instanca,
the cube arrays of vour Acoustimass-5
systam arg magnatically shielded for use
with videa systems, This allows you to
pasition the cube arrays close to your TV or
rmonitar without adversely affecting the
picture guality (as happens with conven-
ficnal, unshielded speakers).

Cube considerations

A. In average-sized listening rooms, the
best stereo effects result when the left
and right cube arrays are spaced 6 to 12
feet apart (approximately 1.8-3.6 m).
Howewer, you can still achieve exceallent
results with separation as little as 3 feet
(approximately 1 m) or as great as 15 feet
(approximately 4.5 m).

Note: For video applicalions, separation
can be less than 2 feet. While this may
slightly reduce performance, it will allow
the cube arrays o be located on each
side of a TV ar monitar,

B. Though there is na "correct” position for
the cube arrays or the angle batween
them, the most lifelike sound will be
achieved by providing a balance of
direct and reflected sound. Experiment
with the positions of the cubes for the
results you prefer. Figure 4 shows some
typical cube arrangements.

You may choase 19 use the cube arrays with
baoth cubes facing forward. This eliminates
the henefits of combining direct and
reflected sound, but may be appropriate for
very small listening areas.

Acoustimass module considerations
Unlike conventional floar standing or
hookshelf speakers, you can also fine-tune

the bass response of your Acoustimass-5 .
system without compramising accurate
steraa imaging. Just change the location of
the Acoustimass module within your
listening room. Far typical listening environ-
mants, pasitioning the module along a wall 3
o & feet (approximately 1 to 1.5 meters)
from a comer pravides a normal balance of
frequencies fram your Acoustimass-5
system. Maving the module close to the
walls andfor corners of your raarm wil
incraase bass response, while moving it
toward the center of your roam will decrease
it. In most mooms, it should be reasonably
easy lo choose a location that is corwenient,
yet provides pleasing bass response

Note: Whilz the cube arrays are shielded,
e Acoustimass module is not shielded and
should always be placed at least 2 feet from
any monitar or television,

Once your Acoustimass-5 system is set up
and cannected properly, it will require very
little attention. However, observing the
following guidelines will help you get the
mast from your investmeant

Room Acoustics

The acoustics (sound properties) of your

listening room can affect the overall sound

quality of any speaker system, including
ur Acoustimass-S systermn. The following

.}25 will give you some contral over the

systam’s sound

1. Rooms with a lot of sound-absorbing

furnishings such as stuffed furniture, wall-

to-wall carpet, or heavy drapes may
reduce the treble sound (high frequen-

cies) of your Acoustimass-b system. The
migsing treble sound can be restored by

slightly turning up the treble control an
your amplifier or receiver, If convenient,
you may instead remave sarme of the
sound-absorbing furnishings.

2. Rooms with too few sound absarbing
furnishings, especially those with bare
flicars and walls, may sound overly shirill
or "bright" because of too much trekile.

Turning down the treble control or adding

sound absorbers such as throw carpets

or drapes will usually improve the sound.

3. If your system seems to have too much or
too little bass (low frequencies), you can
adjust it using the bass control on your
amplifier or receiver. As described
praviously, you may also move the
Acoustimass module closer to a wall and/
or comer ta increase bass, or closer to
the center of the room to decrease it.

4. In general, many problems with acoustics
can be solved by the judicious use of
your tone controls. Remember, though,
that the use of these contrals (especially
when turned all the way up) may put
greater power demands on your receiver
ar amplifier. Exgessive tone contral can
cause an amplifier or receiver to run out
af power and distort, potentially damag-
ing your system.

5. External signal processors (such as
graphic and parametric equalizers), while
not recommended, can be used with
your Acoustimass-5 system if a greater
degree of acoustic control is desired.

Consult your Bose® dealer for advice.

Automatic System Protection

The Acoustimass-5 speaker system
incorporates an automatic protection circuit,
which guards the systerm against most kinds
of potential damage due to electrical stress
or overload. This circuit activates at high
volume levels to reduce the system output,
causing a slight decrease in volume. This is
normal operation and indicates that power
input may be exceeding safe levels
Sustained listening at these levels is not
recommendad,




Amplifier/receiver considerations

Your Acouslimass” speakers incorporate
heawy-duty driver elements designed to
resist many types of electrical stress.
However, any speaker can be damagead if
the amplifier driving it should fail. Speaker
damage may also occur by playing the
music so loudly that it sounds distorted, This
can happen even with a low-powered
amplifier or receiver,

Your Acoustimass speaker system, is
designed for usa with amplifiers or receivers
rated from 10 to 200 watts per channel. For
further information, refer to your amplifier or
receaiver owner's guide.

CHecking your system

Once you have bagun listening to your
Acoustimass-5 system, the following test will
halp you make sure that the system is
working properly:

A. Turn the balance cantrol on yaur
receiver or amplifier completely to the
left. If you have connected the cube
arrays properly, you will hear the music
fram the left cube array, but not the right
one. Yau may notice a very faint sound
issuing from the right cube array, which
is normal.

B. Mow, turn the balance contral completel
ta the right. If your cube arrays are '
connected prapery, this time you will
hear music only fram the right ona. You
may alsa detect a very faint sound from
the other cube array.

C. Return the balance control to the center
position. Play a selection with good, deep
bass, and listen to the music, Mow turn
the balance control all the way to the left
and listen, and then twrn the balance all
the way ta the right and listan. If the
system is connected properly, the center
posifion should exhibit the same or
greater bass response than either the
left-only ar right-only position. If it exhibits
less, then your speakers are wired out of
phase. Check to make sure that your
receiver or amp is properly connected to
the module,

D. Return the balance control to the centar
positian.
It your system does not appear to be

wiorking properly, refer to the section entitled
“In Case You Have a Froblem.”




Maintaining
your new system

The cabinets of your Acoustimass®-5
system may be easily cleaned with a damp
cloth and, if necessary, a mild detergent
such as dish scap. Do not allow liquids to
spill through the grille assemblies of the
cube arrays, or in any way to enter the
Acoustimass module,

The grille assemblies on the cube arrays
may be carefully vacuumed if necessary.
Please note that the drivers are located
directly behind the grill cloth, and are easily

amagead if reasonable care is not taken.
‘uoiﬂ' applying any pressure with the
VACUUM Nozzle.

In case you have a
problem

If you have a problem connecting and

using your Acoustimass-5 system, try the
procedures listed below. The majority of
problems usually occur in components other
than the speakers.

Problem:
The left cube array doesn't play or sounds
distorted.

Solution:
Turn off the amplifier or receiver. Check the
wiring that connects the cube array to the
Acoustimass module, and the wiring that
connects the module to the amplifier or
receiver, If no visible prablam is found,
disconnect the wires at the back of the
amplifier or receiver, Now connect the left
wires o the right amplifier terminals. Turn the
lance control on the receiver or amplifier
completely 1o the right, and turm the power

an, If the left cube array now waorks properly,
the left channel of your amplifier or receiver
is prabably defective.

Caution: Do not connect the other cube
speaker array to the channel in question.
If the amplifier or receiver channel is
defective, damage to your Acoustimass-
5 system might occur.

Problem:
The right cube array doesn't play or sounds
distorted

Solution:

Use the same procedurs as given for the left
cube array, but substitute the words “left”™ far
“right" and “right" for "left.”

Problem:
The whaole Acaustimass-5 system does nat
pay or sounds distarted,

Solution:

Turn off the: receiver or amplifier and
disconnect the Acoustimass-5 system.
Reconnect the Acoustimass system fo
another receiver or amplifier known to be
warking properly. If the Acoustimass-5
system now works properly, the prablem is
nat in the Acoustimass-5 system.

MNote: If this is the case, you should check
all user accessible fuses on your receiver or
amplifier (see the appropriate owner's guids
for help). If the fuses blow again, have the
amplifier or receiver checkad by qualified
persannel.

If trouble persists in your Acoustimass-5
system, contact your authorized Bose”®
dealer, He will verify any defects and
arrange for service by an authorized service
agency or by the Bose factory. Bose
Corporation will make every effort to remedy
any problem within the terms of the warranty
at minimum inconvenience to you,
